· Discussion of need for a GIS certification and standards program for the state.  Requirements of CEU’s, etc to go into formal structure.  
· Discussion on need to reorganize the States job descriptions for GIS to include more levels of technicians.

· Short discussion of background and history of GIS in the State.
· Kurt Donaldson has submitted a grant request to NSGIC for setting up a coordination council and is going to the meeting in Annapolis.

· Group decided that the goal is to have the organizational structure, a list of who should be on the executive council, bylaws, and a mission statement prepared by April for presentation to the GIS community at the conference in May.  
· There is still some disagreement among the group as to when the Chief Information Technology Officer should be brought into the picture.
